Activities for Scope and Sequence Grades 9-12  

  

1.  Go to the following website www.techterms.com.  Students will define terms and create a hyperlink from the source. (All Subjects) 

  

2.  Allow students to research a topic.  Students create a summary of an activity using Microsoft Word and outline the information.  Students should hyperlink the source. (All Subjects) 

  

3.  Create a spreadsheet of information and create a chart to provide a display for the information. 

        a. Math- Create a grade sheet and develop a chart to display that grade. 

        b. Social Studies- Type the dates of historical significance in the Civil War.  

  

4. Create line chart to show a sequence of events.Create a database of online resources to help with research. List the website, the topic, and a personal rating of helpfulness in     separate columns. Students can sort and filter by topic and rating.  (All subjects) 

  

5.  Create a video project or podcast about any topic.  Allow students to edit and change files to update the various topics.  (All Subjects) 

  

6, 7, 8  Teacher uploads a picture relating to a topic discussed in class to their school website. You could also use Google docs to create this activity.  The student downloads the picture and uploads into another application (ex: Word, Excel, Power Point, Paint).  The student saves the file and emails it to the teacher. (All Subjects) 

  

9 and 2. Have students go research the following websites:  http://howstuffworks.com/encryption.htm and http://library.thinkquest.org/27518.  Students are to type a Word document explaining how encryption works and why it is necessary.  (Language Essay writing or Current Events)  

  

10.  Create a brochure for proper mainteance of computer hardware and software.  Students should share how to clean up Internet temporary files, cookies, and history.  Students should explain how to handle system upgrades, backing up files, and the recycle bin.  Students inform others about anti-virus software and importance of maintaining and updating this software.  (All Subjects) 

  

11 and 12 Read the following websites about troubleshooting problems for hardware and software:  http://www.acmehowto.com/howto/pc/problems/diagnosis.php and http://www.winnpsb.org/dhs/troubleshooting.bct.htm.  When a computer has a problem, create a log what the problem is and then reports the problem to the teacher. Student informs of ways to possibly fix the problem and with collaboration from the teacher and student the problem is resolved.  (All Subjects) 

  

13, 14, 15, 16, 17 Go to the website www.socialsafety.org and download the Social Safety Packet.  Create a poster, power point, wiki, or blog promoting social safety online. Use groups to promote differentiated instruction.  Topics that should be covered are security software, "phishing", preventing identity theft, malware, adware, crimeware, spyware, safe social networking, cyber-bullying tactics, ramifications for posting pictures and video online on sites such as blogs, Twitter, Facebook, MySpace, Bebo. (All Subjects) 

  

18. Create an APA or MLA report on various topics. Be sure to use different types of citing for sources. (All Subjects) 

Create a comparison chart of APA and MLA style.  Contrast the formatting and the different ways to cite sources. (English) 

  

19 and 20. Use the following websites to help with learning about copyright laws:  www.copyright.org and http://www.halldavidson.net/chartshort.html.  Have students develop cases on whether or not certain uses of books, movies, music, etc. violates copyright laws.  Have students debate their cases that the actually use does or doesn't violate the law.  Ex: Using a song in a power point 

  

21. www.cybercrime.gov Create a mock trial and have a scenario where someone has possibly violated one of these laws. You can set up a prosecution team and defense team.  The rest of the students could be the jury.  You could have a variety of cases explored in this scenario. (Social Studies, English, Street Law, Debate)

23. How does current technology effect culture, economics, and politics?  (ex: How did technology effect the last Presidential election?) (Social Studies)

    a.  Students could do a Bellringer once a week on emerging technology capabilities, the opportunities with current technology, and what might be the changes in the future for these products. (All Subjects) 

    b.  Students could create a new technological product or an upgrade to a current product. Students promote uses, upgrades, and differences.  Students should also explain the  capabilities of the product to address social, personal, lifelong learning, and career needs. Students can create a power point and present to the the class or create a business plan to present to the class.  (All Subjects)

28. Use a wiki, blog, or discussion forum from your Jefcoed teacher website to post content relating to class discussion topics. Examples:  Bell ringers, Character education topics, current event discussions. (All Subjects) 

  

29. Take an online field trip.  A website that has free online field trips is www.vccontentproviders.org.  Note: some of these field trips may charge a fee.  Students can share their online experiences on a wide variety of topics. (All Subjects) 

  

30. Have students create an online poll of a topic that is important to them. (ex:  cell phone policy, lunch time)  They can create a free survey using www.surveymonkey.com or google docs.  Students then can analyze the different results for the different polls and present results to their classmates.
