Students begin to apply stylistic analysis of more complex passages and works in preparation for the English 11 Advanced Placement course. Rigorous Pre- AP strategies from LTF are implemented as students read more difficult texts such as Shakespeare’s Julius Caesar and additional assigned novels selected from the JefCoEd reading list.

	English 12, Dual Enrollment 101-102 satisfies Alabama High School Diploma requirements for English 12 as well as the college requirements for English 101 and 102. The content of the course encompasses English 12 ACOS standards and Jefferson State Community College’s English 101 and 102 Course Competencies. The primary focus of Eng. 101 is Instruction and practice in the writing of extended compositions and the development of analytical/critical reading skills, and basic reference skills. The primary genre is the short story. English 102 requires practice in writing formal essays with at least one research project that uses sources and references effectively. Analytical and critical reading skills are also emphasized. The primary genres are poems and plays.

ENGLISH ELECTIVES
Creative Writing (1150) – This course is designed to allow highly motivated students to produce various types of writing—stories, poetry, journals, and personal essays.  It is designed for students who enjoy writing and for those who wish to increase their knowledge of various writing techniques.  The student learns the characteristics of a creative writer as well as elements of creative writing, including structures, devices, vehicles, foundation, and catalysts.  The course centers on composing and revising for publication.  The student will be encouraged to enter writing contests.  Prerequisite:  A grade of “B” or higher in English from the previous term or year.  A fee of $15.00 is required.

History of Film in America (1308) – This course is designed to expose students to the development of cinema in America from the silent era through the present.  In addition to watching films in class, students will research and write about the development and achievements in American film in the various decades of the 20th century.  Students will learn to appreciate film as an art form, as a form of entertainment, and as a profound form of human expression.  A fee of $20.00 is required.
Mythology (1307) – Mythology exposes students to the myths and legends of various cultures, both ancient and modern.  The course offers units on Greek, Roman, Norse, Medieval and African-American mythology and folklore.  Mythology would reinforce material covered in English classes and give students a broader exposure to the beliefs, religion and customs of the cultures mentioned above.  Students will not only read and analyze the purposes of the myths in the text but will also be given the opportunity to compose original myths.  Students will be given the opportunity to complete a class project, which would involve producing a newspaper composed by articles related to myths.  A fee of $20.00 is required.

Teachers employ various methods of instruction to facilitate students’ inquisitive pursuit of knowledge about the United States. 	AP European History is a college-level course designed for high school sophomores of above average ability and dedication. It covers European history from 1450 to 1990. In preparation for the spring Advanced Placement test, the class moves rapidly and involves large amounts of reading and writing. Students are required to go beyond the facts and work on developing their skills in conceptualizing events, manipulating different kinds of historical evidence, recognizing historical continuity and change, and organizing data to support a hypothesis. Writing a 1200-1500 word research paper is a first semester requirement; producing a project (blackboard, media, or performance) is a second semester requirement. In addition, historical novels are required reading for this course. PHYSICAL EDUCATION & HEALTH

Only one P. E. course per year may be counted towards AHSAA eligibility.  All 9th graders are required by the Alabama State Department of Education to have scoliosis screening through the Physical Education Department.  All students are required to take physical education; athletics cannot be substituted.  

Physical Education/L.I.F.E. (5091) – This course is REQUIRED for all 9th graders.  Athletics and Band cannot be substituted.  L.I.F.E. Stands for Lifelong Individualized Fitness Education.  Through this course students will learn to apply fitness concepts and assessments in order to create a personal, lifelong plan of physical activity for healthy living.  The course is structured to include both cognitive development and physical development.  A variety of physical activities, learning labs and student projects are used to reinforce and apply fitness concepts.   This course meets the PE graduation requirement.  A locker rental fee of $5.00 is required.
Athletics – Any athletic course is intended for varsity athletes only and must be approved by the individual coaches before registering.  During each season, preparation for that day’s practice is stressed.  During the off-season, conditioning is the main emphasis.  Any athletic course may be repeated for up to eight units of credit.  These courses DO NOT meet the PE graduation requirement.  Prerequisite:  Permission of the coach assigned to that sport.

Health (5103) – This one-term course provides adolescents with the knowledge, skills, and understanding that will enable them to complete their developmental tasks in ways that are health-enhancing. Topics include mental health, drug use, smoking, alcohol, suicide, safety, diseases and disorders, sexually transmitted diseases, HIV/AIDS, and CPR.  This course is required for graduation and is scheduled during a student’s tenth grade year. Students are required to purchase a workbook. This course is worth ½ credit.  
PHYSICAL EDUCATION ELECTIVES
The following PE courses are offered as electives for those students who have already fulfilled the one-year PE requirement.  Even though these are elective courses, physical fitness is also emphasized and all students are given fitness tests in the fall and again in the spring.  These courses may be taken only one time each during your high school career for credit.

Physical Education (5090) – Students participate in a variety of activities such as volleyball, badminton, bowling, skating, archery, gym hockey, soccer, basketball, Frisbee, and softball.  A basic knowledge of rules and skills for these activities is also provided.  Physical fitness is emphasized, and all students are tested in the fall and again in the spring using the Physical Fitness Test.  This course may be repeated for up to eight units of credit.  A locker rental and field trip fee is required.  Uniforms can be purchased or light colored clothing will be needed. 
Strength Building (5242) – This course is designed to provide students the opportunity to improve muscular development through individually designed programs. Prerequisite: Successful completion of Physical Education.  A fee of $10.00 is required.
Recreational Sports/Team Sports (5244) – This course is two separate one-half term courses.
Recreational Sports includes activities such as board games, archery, croquet, horseshoes, ring toss, and table tennis.  Skills and rules are taught as students participate.  The activity level is less in this course than in other PE classes; therefore, dressing out is optional except when physical fitness testing is done.

Team Sports is designed for those students who like an action-packed game involving a team concept.  Some of the competitive activities are flag football, basketball, gym hockey, softball, soccer, and volleyball.  Dressing out is required.  Prerequisite: Physical Education. 

Sports Medicine Anatomy (5247) – Sports Medicine Anatomy provides an opportunity for students to explore the world of athletic health care.  The course is designed to provide students an introduction to the history, definition, and career opportunities of sports medicine.  The course will provide students a basic level of skills necessary for athletic health care.  Lab sessions are an integral part of this course with experiences in athletic training, the study of anatomy, and nutritional planning.  A fee of $20.00 is required.
FINE ARTS
Art I (6170) – Art I is a study of the basic elements and principles of design, the practical application of design concepts through the use of both two- and three-dimensional art media, the study of design in nature and man-made objects to develop an appreciation of good design, the development of art vocabulary, and development of creative self-expression.  A fee of $40.00 is required.
Art II (6171) – Advanced art techniques are taught with an emphasis on good design.  Commercial art, advanced drawing, advanced painting, graphics, sculpture, ceramics, and correlated art history are skills and understanding offered in Art II.  This course is recommended for students who have a real interest in perfecting fine arts skills.  Prerequisite:  Art I.  A fee 0f $40.00 is required.
Art III (6172) –The third-year art course places emphasis upon building a portfolio suitable for presentation to a college, art school, or prospective employer in an art-related field.  Exhibitions and competitions on a local, state, and national level are encouraged.  Opportunity for course work in areas of individual interest is available in two-dimensional and three-dimensional media.  Prerequisite:  Art II and permission of the instructor.  A fee of $40.00 is required.
Art History AP (6179) – This is a humanities course appropriate for students who plan to attend college.  It is designed to provide an understanding and enjoyment of architecture, sculpture, painting, and other art forms within a historical and cultural context.  The major art periods, art works, and artists will be studied.  No prior experience in the history of art is assumed.  No studio art skills are required.  A high degree of commitment to academic work is recommended.    Prerequisite:  Permission of the instructor.  A fee of $40.00 is required.
Art Studio/Drawing AP (6139) – This college-level studio art course is designed for students who are seriously interested in the practical experience of art.  Two types of portfolios may be submitted in separate years.  Portfolios must reflect quality, concentration, and breadth.  This course requires highly motivated art students and is not appropriate for the casually interested. Prerequisite:  Permission of the instructor.  A fee of $40.00 is required.
Band Concert (6093) – Band is open to all students in Grades 9-12 who can demonstrate proficiency on woodwind, brass, or percussion instruments.  This course is designed to expand students’ knowledge and technical skills in instrumental music.  The band also participates at certain athletic and community affairs. Prerequisite: Beginning and Intermediate Band at the middle school level.  A fee of $25.00 is required. 
Band Symphonic (6094) – Band is open to all students in Grades 10-12 who can demonstrate an advanced skill level of proficiency beyond the Concert Band class.  This course is designed to expand the students’ knowledge and technical skills in instrumental music. The Symphonic Band also participates at certain athletic and community affairs.  A fee of $25.00 is required. 
Concert Choir (6131) – This mixed choir is open to all students, male and female.  No audition is required.  Vocal techniques, including diction and breath support will be taught.  Students will also learn to sight-read.  This choir will sing a wide variety of music and will participate in concerts and competitions.  A choral fee of $25.00 plus robe maintenance fee is required.  
Chamber Choir (6138) – This is an advanced choir which will cover vocal techniques extensively.  A more advanced approach to sight-reading should be expected.  This choir will participate in concerts and competitions as well as seasonal performances outside of school.  Auditions and director’s approval is required.  A choral fee of $25.00 plus robe maintenance fee is required.  
Graphic Design I (8310) – This course provides instruction in the skills of graphic design and the use of the computer.  Students will develop critical thinking and visual skills by producing art works using computer skills and studying successful techniques and designers.  Open to students in Grades 10-12.  Prerequisite:  Art I.  A fee of $40.00 is required.
Graphic Design II (8311) – This second year of computer graphics gives the serious student a chance to develop a high level of proficiency with concepts covered during the first year.  The student will learn to create art works, illustrations, and layouts.  The student will study exemplary works of acknowledged masters in their fields and will learn how to use the elements and principles of design to enhance their work.  Open to students in Grades 10-12 who have successfully completed Graphic Design.  A fee of $40.00 is required.
Debate Beginning (6125) – Debate provides instruction in the skills of formal argumentation.  The student researches and debates the Birmingham Area Debate League and National Forensic League debate resolutions both formally and informally.  Students are introduced to oral interpretation through the dramatic presentation of poetry and short stories. Students must submit an application and be accepted before enrolling in this course.  A fee of $25.00 is required.
Debate Advanced (6126) – This course has as its focus the improvement and refinement of debate techniques that will better equip students for competitive tournaments.  Students may focus on debate or on oral interpretation.  Prerequisites:  Beginning Debate and students must submit an application and be accepted before enrolling in this course.  Open to students in Grades 10-12.  A fee of $25.00 is required.
Photography (6174) – In this course the student will learn the mechanics of a manual 35mm camera.  Students will develop their own black and white film with appropriate chemical process and explore printing techniques, manipulations, and montage.  A manual 35mm camera and a fee are required.  (Note:  Supplies are approximately $100.  Fee is $40.  The purchase of a new SLR camera is approximately $179 to $300.)

Photography Advanced (6177) – This course is a continuation of the basic photography course.  Requirements include passage of the beginning Photography class, a manual 35mm camera, and permission of the instructor.  A fee of $40.00 is required.
Theatre Arts Beginning (6115) – Beginning Theatre Arts is a performance course that incorporates an introduction to the theatre, basic theatre concepts, beginning acting, and theatre appreciation.  A student should complete this course before enrolling in Advanced Theatre Arts.  The beginning course provides the basic information and experience necessary for successful participation in the other theatre course offerings.  Students should have opportunities to observe preparations and performances of educational, community, and professional theatre.  Out-of-class work is required.  A fee of $25.00 is required.
 Theatre Arts Advanced (6116) – Advanced Theatre Arts is a performance course that continues the study of the role of the actor in interpreting dramatic literature and its performance and production styles and techniques.  Students study the components of production and apply them through performances in various and selected styles and theatrical modes.  Prerequisite:  Beginning Theatre Arts and permission of the instructor.  Out-of-class work is required.  A fee of $25.00 is required.

FOREIGN LANUAGES
Prerequisite for all foreign languages:  The student must have passing grades in English.  In order to be successful in a foreign language, a student must be willing to commit to daily practices/study.
French I (7092) – French I is an introduction to the French language and customs.  The four-fold emphases in the course are speaking, reading, grammar, and culture toward the goal of creating a desire to “think” the language.  Basic pronunciation, ear training, and spelling as well as reading units utilizing approximately 2,000 words of vocabulary, idiomatic expressions, and elementary grammar will be introduced.  A fee of $20.00 is required.
French II (7102) – French II includes comprehension and usage of French at an intermediate level.  All tenses of indicative are covered as well as an introduction to an extended training in composition, oral expression, and word recognition by cognates.  Students should continue to increase in vocabulary, reading, ear training, and idiomatic usage.  Prerequisite:  French I.  A fee of $20.00 is required.

French III Pre-AP (7112) – French III emphasizes oral expressions, aural comprehension, introduction to literature, accumulation of extensive vocabulary, and idiomatic expressions.  Students should increase their ability to be self-directing. Group projects such as plays, musical expressions, poetry, and directed conversation as well as comprehension and grammar review are included.  Prerequisite:  French II.  A fee of $20.00 is required.

Spanish I (7091) – Spanish I is an introduction to the Spanish language and customs which includes basic pronunciation, ear training, reading and simple composition. Students should develop the ability to read material of elementary grammatical and idiomatic difficulty using a basic 2,000 word vocabulary.  A fee of $20.00 is required.
Spanish II (7101) – Spanish II extends training in composition, oral expression and aural recognition to include all tenses of the indicative and the active and passive voices.  Students should develop comprehension and usage at the intermediate level.  Prerequisite:  Spanish I.  A fee of $20.00 is required.
Spanish Dual Enrollment 101/102 (7128) – This continuation course includes the development of communication skills and the acquisition of basic knowledge of the cultures in Spanish-speaking areas.  Students will pay tuition to Jefferson State Community College to receive 8.0semester hours of college credit.  Students must have at least a 3.0 GPA to register with Jefferson State.  Prerequisite: Successful completion of Spanish 1 and Spanish 2.  
Spanish III Pre-AP (7111) – Spanish III emphasizes oral expression and aural comprehension and includes an introduction to literature and a comprehensive review of grammar.  Students should increase their ability to be self-directing.  Prerequisite:  Spanish II.  A fee of $20.00 is required.
FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCES EDUCATION

Family, Career and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA), an integral part of the curriculum for all Family and Consumer Sciences Education courses, enhances leadership development skills and provides opportunities for community service.

Family Dynamics (8394) – Family Dynamics is comprehensive in nature and serves as the foundational course in Family and Consumer Sciences Education.  This one-credit, one-term course is designed to assist students in recognizing the roles, responsibilities, and importance of the family.  Course content provides opportunities for students to explore family, food, clothing, housing, financial, and consumer needs throughout the life span.  Additional concepts include goal setting, etiquette, table setting, marriage readiness, parenting issues, balancing work and family, making decisions as a responsible young adult, assessing effects of technology on the family, and exploring career options related to life.  This course is open to all students.  A fee of $25.00 is required.
Food and Fitness/Parenting (8256) - Food and Fitness is a course that enables students to assess the components and lifelong benefits of sound nutrition and fitness practices and to apply these principles to their everyday lives.  Course content provides opportunities for students to explore factors that impact lifelong individual health and wellness; laws and legislation; nutrition needs across the life span; fad diets and food addictions; personal hygiene and health procedures; food preparation, recipe evaluation, and kitchen space efficiency; food safety, etiquette, manners, and table setting; community resources and services; technology; and career options in the fields of food, fitness, nutrition, and wellness.  Parenting is a course that allows students to focus on practical problems related to parenting roles and responsibilities. Course content provides opportunities for students to explore preparation for parenthood; signs and changes in pregnancy; prenatal development, labor and delivery; stages of child development; birth defects and children with exceptionalities; meeting physical, health, and safety needs of children and adolescents; positive parent-child relations; guidance and discipline of children and adolescents; sources of parenting information, support, and assistance; technology impacting parenting; and career opportunities working with parents and children.  A parenting experience is a required component of this course.  This course is open to sophomores, juniors and seniors.  A fee of $25.00 is required.
Fashion Decisions/Interior Design (8420) –Fashion Decisions is a course that introduces students to the selection and care of clothing and accessories for individuals and families. Course content provides opportunities for students to explore factors that influence clothing choice, current fashion trends, proper care and maintenance of clothing, laws and legislation regarding the clothing industry, clothing repair and construction, wardrobe planning, technology in the apparel and fashion industry, and career options.  Interior Design is a course that introduces students to the historical aspects and contemporary trends in housing and interior design.  Course content provides opportunities for students to explore elements and principles of design; blueprinting; space planning by creating functional, safe, and aesthetic spaces for individuals and families across the life span; furniture and accessory selection; technology; and careers in the field of interior design.  This course is open to sophomores, juniors, and seniors.  A fee of $25.00 is required.
DRAFT DESIGN TECHNOLOGY

Introduction to Drafting Design/Mechanical Design (8324) – This course serves as an introduction to the drafting design technology field with mechanical design components. It provides essential information that builds a strong foundation for the entire program.  Emphasis is placed on student safety, tools and procedures, geometric construction, sketching, dimensioning practices, visualization, and orthographic project concepts.  Computer-aided drafting functions and techniques are introduced.  Further development of the use of drafting design practices and procedures include topics such as sectioning, auxiliary views, threads and fasteners, and pictorials. Engineering and related mechanical drafting areas provide more emphasis on detailed parts drawings, bill of materials, and assembly drawings.  Students are introduced to basic geometric dimensioning and tolerancing (GD&T) applications. Career readiness projects allow students opportunities to research industry standards and practices.  A fee of $25.00 is required. Open to students in the 10th, 11th, and 12th grades.

Architectural Design Intro (8328) – This course is intended to provide students the opportunity to explore 3-D modeling with an introduction to the basic terminology, concepts, and principles of the architectural design field.  Emphasis is placed on working planes, profile creation, protrusions, and rendering techniques.  Further emphasis is placed on floor plan layout, electrical layout, foundations, typical elevations, and section drawings. Students are encouraged to research and develop a career readiness project with the instructor’s approval.   Prerequisites:  Introduction to Drafting Design/Mechanical Design and permission of the instructor.  A fee of $25.00 is required.
BUSINESS/MARKETING EDUCATION
This program is designed to give students an opportunity to obtain knowledge in various paths prior to entering the workforce. Career Pathways include Marketing Management, Computer Technology, and Information Systems, and Finance.

Future Business Leaders of America-Phi Beta Lambda (FBLA-PBL) and an Association of Marketing Students (DECA) are co-curricular components of the business/marketing program.  Both student organizations enhance classroom instruction, develop leadership skills, and provide opportunities for professional growth and service.

Business Technology Essentials (8430) – This course is designed for students to master basic skills in the areas of word processing, database management, spreadsheet, presentation, Internet, and e-mail. Students have the opportunity to identify ethical issues pertaining to information systems and to gather information about careers in technology. Communication and critical thinking skills are reinforced through the use of software applications. Simulations and projects promoting teamwork and leadership skills offer opportunities for application of knowledge and skills.  This course is recommended for computer literacy credit and/or ninth grade students. A fee of $25.00 is required.

Integrated Computer Technology (8195) – This course is for students who are interested in pursuing a career in Administration, Business, Accounting or Technology. This provides students with project-based applications of concepts learned in Business Technology Essentials.  A major emphasis is placed on guiding students through real-world experiences to ease the school-to-career transition. This course is open to students in grades 10-12. Prerequisite: Business Technology Essentials.  A fee of $25.00 is required.
Interactive Multimedia Design (8197) – This course is designed for students who are interested in pursuing a career in the areas of Graphic Design, Web Page Design or Desktop Publishing. It is designed to provide students with skills involving presentations, desktop publishing, web publishing, and digital graphics.  Students use various hardware peripherals as well as the Internet for integrating skills to create a variety of publications.  Upon successful completion of the course, students are able to pursue further study in the area of professional interactive multimedia design.  This course is open to students in Grades 11-12.  Prerequisite:  Business Technology Essentials and integrated Computer Technology.  A fee of $25.00 is required.
Accounting Principals (8199) – This is a one-credit course designed to help students understand the basic principles of the accounting cycle.  Emphasis is placed on analyzing and recording business transactions; preparing and interpreting financial statements, accounting systems, banking and payroll activities; identifying basic types of business ownership; and participating in an orientation to careers in accounting.  A fee of $25.00 is required.

Personal and Business Finance (8189) – This course focuses on areas of study that address personal financial planning, financial planning, financial services, budgeting, investments, insurance protection, credit management, consumer purchases, and consumer rights and responsibilities. Another integral component of the curriculum is the application of decision-making skills that enable students to become more responsible consumers, producers, or business entrepreneurs. Instructional strategies may include the use of projects, cooperative learning, simulations, real-world experiences, guest speakers, Internet access to businesses, and computer/technology application. This course is open to students in grades 11-12. Prerequisite: Business Technology Essentials.  A fee of $25.00 is required.
Business and Marketing Essentials (8250) –This course is for students who are interested in pursuing a career in Marketing or Sales. This is an introductory course that addresses the principles and concepts that serve as the foundation for the future study in the Business/Marketing Education program. Topics include basic principles, marketing concepts, systems thinking and total quality, and the current environment for business and marketing in the marketplace. Open to students in grades 10-12. A fee of $25.00 is required.
Entrepreneurship and Management (8265) – This is a course for students who are interested in pursuing a career in Management or Human Resources. This is a specialized business course designed to provide students with the skills needed to effectively organize, develop, create, and manage a business. This course includes business management and entrepreneurship; communication and interpersonal skills, economics; and professional development foundations.  Instructional strategies may include the development of a business plan, a school-based enterprise, computer/technology application, real and/or simulated occupational experiences, or projects related to business ownership. Open to students in Grades 11-12.  Suggested prerequisite: Business and Marketing Essentials.  A fee of $25.00 is required.
Marketing Dynamics (8252) – This is a course designed for students who are interested in pursuing a career in Economics, Marketing or Sales. It provides students with an advanced study of marketing by focusing on basic marketing concepts, marketing functions, entrepreneurship concepts, national and global economies, international marketing, and human relations.  A major emphasis is placed on guiding students to make decisions regarding a specialized marketing career and to develop and finalize a career portfolio. Open to students in Grades 11-12.  A fee of $25.00 is required.
COOPERATIVE EDUCATION PROGRAM

The Cooperative Education Program is a work-based experience.  It includes supervised on-the-job training.  Each student is supervised by a teacher-coordinator.  Students attend class part of the day and then leave school early in order to work in an approved work setting.  Students must work at least 270 hours per term in order to receive one credit.  The teacher-coordinator and student work together to develop a training agreement and individualized training plan that identifies learning experience designed to meet the student’s occupational objective.  Requirements include completion of the Co-op application, 2.0 GPA (or higher); passed all sections of the Alabama High School Graduation Exam; good attendance and citizenship; permission of instructor and administration.  Prerequisite:  A career/technical class that relates to career objective.  

Coordinated Studies (Work Force Essentials) (8234) – This course provides students with the opportunity to evaluate and develop a career plan and prepare a career portfolio.  Students build on prior knowledge, strengths, interests, and needs that enhance preparation for future employment and continuing education/training. This course is required for all students that are pursuing the Alabama Occupational Diploma.  Open to students in Grades 10-12.  A fee of $10.00 is required.
Seminar CO-OP (8235) –Students enrolled in the cooperative education program are required to participate in the Cooperative Studies Seminar/Cooperative Education equivalent to one class period per week.  Participation in the seminar is required for students to continue in the cooperative education work-based experience. Students must work at least 270 hours per term in order to receive credit for the course.  Open to 12th graders.  This course is also open to 11th graders who have passed all parts of the AHSGE and have completed two career tech courses in sequence.  A fee of $10.00 is required.
BUSINESS/MARKETING COMPLETER PATHWAYS

In order to be considered a completer the student must earn three credits:  one required course, one concentrator course, and one completer course in one of three defined areas of eligibility.

ELECTIVES

Driver’s Education (5207) – This course provides the students with basic skills and attitudes that will make them safe drivers.  Classroom work and actual on-the-road driving comprise the two-phase program of this course.  This course is typically scheduled when a student is in the tenth grade and is not open to ninth grade students.  A learner’s permit or driver’s license is required to take this course.  A fee of $25.00is required.  This course is worth ½ credit.
Literary Magazine (1151) – Students will work in this class to develop a theme, solicit and review student works submitted, and design and produce the literary arts magazine.  As with other school publications, students will be held accountable for attendance, commitment to task, fulfillment of deadlines and maintenance of a positive attitude.  Prerequisites:  Overall “C” average, “B” average in English, three favorable teachers’ recommendations, workshop attendance during the summer or school year, application/interview, and advisor approval.

Test-taking Skills (9704) – This one-term, one-credit class is for any eleventh or twelfth grade student who has taken but who has not passed all required sections of the Alabama High School Graduation Exam (AHSGE).  The focus of the course is on individualized remediation of the skills that the student did not pass on the AHSGE.  The course may be taken more than once.  Prerequisite:  Failing one or more sections of the AHSGE.

Yearbook A (Fall – 9405)– Yearbook production includes the sale of ads and the finished product, the development of thematic design through section and page layouts while writing in yearbook journalistic style, and the distribution of the finished product.  Students will be held accountable for attendance, commitment to task, meeting deadlines for layouts and written articles, interviewing appointments, cleaning up, and maintaining a good attitude.  Some after school and weekend work sessions will be required.  This class is available for students in Grades 10-12 only.  Prerequisites:  Overall “C” average, “B” average in English, three favorable teachers’ recommendations, workshop attendance during the summer or school year, application/interview, and advisor approval.

Student Aide (9143)- non-credit course for students in the 12th grade only.  Students must be approved by administration.  
SHADES VALLEY TECHNICAL, DABBS CAMPUS

Students attending Dabbs will take academic subjects at Clay-Chalkville High School and go to Dabbs for a morning or afternoon lab.  Students attending Shades Valley Technical Academy may take academic subjects at either campus.  A total of four (4) credits may be earned in one year at Dabbs or SVTA.  All labs have required fees, and some of the labs require that the student purchase appropriate tools and materials.  

Career/technical education at Dabbs relates to the demands of a contemporary labor market through classroom instruction and simulation in the labs of each department.  The following labs are offered:

Automotive Service Technology – Students complete major in or work on automobiles such as engine performance, engine repair, steering and suspension, and electrical service using computerized diagnostic equipment. The program is certified by the National Automobile Technical Education Foundation.  For students in 10th-12th grade.

The Industrial Construction – This two-year program is offered as a partnership with the BE&K Construction Company.  It includes nationally recognized and accredited craft training delivered by certified instructors.  It is designed for students seriously interested in an industrial construction career with BE&K.  General course work and lab experiences include topics such as industrial safety, rigging, blueprints, construction math, and hand/power tools.  Skills for success (soft skills), interpersonal skills, and applied math are included.  The courses are designed to provide training in electrical and welding construction. Two-year completers earn an embedded math credit (this math credit will not substitute for Algebra I or for Geometry.  Successful completion can lead to direct employment with BE&K Construction.  Students wishing to participate in this academy their junior year must make application to the academy during the spring of their sophomore year.  This program is open to juniors and seniors only.

Pre-Engineering and Computer Science – The Pre-Engineering and Computer Science Academy is a four-year curriculum of courses designed to provide training in engineering concepts and digital design skills appropriate to needs of the 21st century.  Students will take courses that are integrated with a supporting curriculum of mathematics, science, language arts, and social studies.  Students will apply their science and math skills to the real-world physics of their engineering design.  Engineering concepts include the study of design elements, systems and sensors, analog and digital signals, and computer –integrated manufacturing.  Students will become more acquainted with computers by writing programs in C++ and machine code, as well as building the logic circuits that control them.  The Pre-Engineering and Computer Technology Academy will provide students with hands-on experience in programming microprocessors and robots.  Students will design machines with AutoDesk Inventor software and produce ANSI standard drawings of their designs.  The Academy curriculum is rigorous and challenging, including courses in physics, chemistry, and computer science, as well as specific engineering courses.  Students completing the four-year curriculum will be well prepared for immediate employment in the high-tech job market as well as further studies at the university level.

The Visual Arts and Communications Academy provides the student with that training and a solid foundation in art theory, design and aesthetics. Advanced students develop a relevant curriculum tailored to their individual needs. The academy offers excellent college preparation and the Art curriculum is quite rigorous culminating with either the A.P. Exam or the I.B. Exam. This preparation assures that our students will find success in future academic pursuits as well as the work place and that they will be prepared for the competitive demands of the twenty-first century. ***Students must be accepted into the Visual Arts program in order to register for these courses. FOUR-YEAR PLAN CARDS
Each year the Jefferson County Board of Education provides each 9th grade student with a four-year plan card indicating course requirements for each diploma available to the student upon entrance to high school.  Parents and students are encouraged to review these diploma requirements each year in an effort to keep the student on track for his or her chosen diploma type.  Requirements and/or curriculum may change with each new near for incoming 9th grade students.  Information on the plan card that is appropriate for your student is available through the CCHS Guidance Office.

NCAA REQUIREMENTS FOR STUDENT ATHLETES

Students who intend to participate in Division I or II athletics as a freshman in college must be registered with and be certified as eligible by the NCAA Initial-Eligibility Clearinghouse.  Please note that initial-eligibility certification pertains only to whether or not a student meets the NCAA requirements for participation and has no bearing on whether he/she qualifies for admission to a particular Division I or II institution.

To be certified by the Clearinghouse, a student must meet the following three requirements:

1. Graduate from high school.  Apply for certification before graduation if you are sure you wish to participate in athletics at the college to which you will be admitted.  The Clearinghouse will issue a preliminary certification report after you have had all your materials submitted.  After you graduate, the Clearinghouse will review your final transcript to make a final certification decision according to NCAA standards. Certificate applications should be filled out after receiving junior-year grades. Applications can be obtained from the school counselor.

2. Earn a grade-point average of at least 2.00 (on a 4.0 scale) in a core curriculum of at least 13 academic courses, which were successfully completed during Grades 9-12.  Only courses that satisfy the NCAA definition of a core course can be used to calculate your NCAA GPA.  No special values are allowed for “+” or “-“grades.  The chart below shows what one’s core courses must include at a minimum.
