In Coming 9th Graders:
         All students must read the following books:

         Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde by Robert Louis Stevenson
         Speak by Laurie Halse Anderson
These books are available at the public library or local bookstores.  The summer reading requirements should be completed prior to the first day of class.  There will be a quiz on the books during the first week of the semester.  We may review the books again later in the semester as they fall within our thematic units.  As with any other test, a poor test score will impact a student's grade.  All students are asked to keep a reading journal, and this journal will be collected for a test grade.  This will help the student to understand what they are reading and will be a valuable review tool when we discuss the books.

Reading Journal instructions:

1. Secure 1 non-wire bound composition (the assignments for both books can be in this notebook)

2. Make a detailed character list for each novel 

3. You should have a one-page entry for every chapter of each novel in Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde.  You should write a 5 page entry for every section (there are 4) of Speak.
4. Each entry you make in your reader's log should include the date, the title of the book you are reading, and the chapter you have read. 

5. Do not be overly concerned with grammar and spelling in these entries.  Your reflections and ideas about what you are reading are more important than form in these entries.  Allow yourself to become engaged in your reading.  Some plot summary is fine, but you should also include your options about what you are reading. 

The Following are the books we will read in class:

The Odyssey by Homer

Romeo and Juliet by William Shakespeare

Night by Elie Wiesel
The Pearl by John Steinbeck
For One More Day  by Mitch Albom
